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Get Started

This following sections introduce you to the Polycom CX5100 system: how it works, what it looks like, and 
how to get started using it to participate in video conferences.

Introduce the Polycom CX5100 System 
The Polycom CX5100 unified conference station lets you use the collaboration capabilities of Microsoft Lync 
voice, video, and content while automatically tracking the flow of conversation to enable richer, more 
interactive communication. The CX5100 system provides the camera and microphones. You place, answer, 
and control Microsoft Lync calls using the computer connected to the system.

During a call, the integrated cameras capture the entire panoramic view of your conference room, and the 
integrated microphones capture the voices coming from any location around the table. During calls, the 
system automatically shows the person who is speaking, along with a 360-degree view of the other 
participants in the room. The site with the active speaker sees the last speaker. See the figure below for an 
example of how the CX5100 system works.

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Set Up Your System Hardware
When setting up your CX5100 system, place the system in the center of the conference room table and 
connect the cables according to the configuration shown in the document Setting up the Polycom CX5100 
or CX5500 System, which was shipped in the box with your system. You can also find this guide on the 
Polycom CX5100 support page on Polycom Support. 

For larger conference rooms, you can connect two optional satellite microphones. The following diagram 
shows how to place the microphones.

Placing the satellite microphones

Connect a Computer to the System

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Power On and Off
Connect the power to the Polycom CX5100 system. While the system starts up, the green indicators flash. 
When the indicator lights stop flashing and the indicators are off, the system is ready to use. You do not need 
to power the system on or off.

Understanding the Indicator Lights 
The Polycom CX5100 system indicator lights let you know whether the system is sending audio or video in 
video calls. The three microphone indicator lights are located on the tabletop unit base. The active video 
indicator light is located on the underside of the camera head. See Parts of the Polycom CX5100 Tabletop 
Unit for the location of the microphone and active video indicators.

Monitor Minimum 1024 x 768

USB connector USB 3.0 is required for 1080p calling. Connecting the system to a USB 2.0 
or USB 1.0 port may result in reduced performance. 

If you see a message that your system could run faster when you connect 
the CX5100, the system is connected by USB 2.0.

Using Third-party USB Extension Cable

If you use a third-party USB extension cable to increase the distance between the 
tabletop unit and the PC, be aware that most extension cables limit the data rate or 
provide only USB 2.0 performance, even when plugged into a USB 3.0 port.

When you connect the CX5100 to the PC by USB 2.0, you will see a warning that 
your system could run faster.

Minimum Hardware and Software Requirements for the Connected Computer

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First-time Startup
After you connect your system and power it on, the indicator lights flash. When the flashing ends, you can 
make Lync calls using the computer connected to the system. 

Best Practices for Effective Camera Tracking 
To ensure that the Polycom CX5100 system can track the active speaker most effectively, follow the 
guidelines in this section. 

Tips for Setting Up the Room
Follow these best practices listed below when setting up your CX5100 system in a conference room.

● Place the device in a large conference room, rather than a small room.

● If the room has hard walls or large windows, consider installing sound-absorbing panels and window 
blinds or drapes.

● Place the device in the center of the table, and place the table in the center of the room.

● If wall displays are part of the room’s setup, move the device closer to the displays.

● Place the device so that participants are speaking toward the device. Avoid placing the device so that 
participants speak away from the system, especially if they are nearby.

Tips for Meeting Participants
Follow these best practices listed below to ensure that your Polycom CX5500 system effectively tracks 
active speakers and participants during conference calls.

● Make sure there are no items placed between your mouth and the microphones. For example, move 
your laptop so that it does not block you when you speak.

● Face the CX5100 system, not the whiteboard or the wall, when you stand at the front of a small 
conference room to speak. Facing the wall can cause echoes that interfere with the active speaker 
tracking.

● Avoid standing close to the conference table when speaking. Instead, sit at the table or move away 
from the table so the camera can clearly track your movements.

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Place and Answer Calls

Calling and answering with the Polycom CX5100 system uses the familiar Lync interface. This section 
describes the steps using Lync 2013, but the steps are similar if you use Lync 2010.

Place a Video Call
You can place calls to people and systems in your organization that are registered to the Directory Service. 

To place a video call:

1 In Microsoft Lync, do one of the following:

 Click  and scroll to the contact you want to call.

 Start typing a name in the search box and click . As you type, the system finds matching 
names.

 Click  and choose a name from your Recent Calls.

2 Click a name to select it.

3 Click  to start a video call.

To invite others to join a conference:

» From a conversation window in Microsoft Lync, do one of the following:

 Click  and then click Invite More People. Find the person you want and click OK.

 Drag a contact from your contacts list into the conversation window.

Answer a Call
When you receive a call, you see a call notification that tells you who is calling. 

To answer a call:

» In the incoming call notification, do one of the following:

 Click Accept to join the call.

 Click Redirect > Reply with an Instant Message to send a message to the caller.
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To refuse a call:

» In the incoming call notification, do one of the following:

 Click Decline. 

 Click Ignore to refuse the call. 

End Calls
Hanging up a call with another person automatically disconnects the other person. When you hang up from 
a conversation that includes multiple participants, the other participants remain connected.

To end a call:

» In Microsoft Lync, click .

Control What You Hear
During a call, you can control what you hear at the local site.

To adjust the volume:

» Click  in your Windows tray and use the slider control

Control What the Far End Hears and Sees
During a call, you can control what the far sites can hear and see.

To mute the microphone:

» On the base of the system, touch . The microphone indicators on the base of the tabletop unit are 
red when the system is muted: .

To mute the video:

» Lower the privacy cap on the tabletop unit. The active video indicator flashes green to indicate that 
the system is not sending video to the far end.

You can also mute the system’s audio using the Mute button in the Lync client. 
However, muting the system in this way does not update the indicator lights on the 
tabletop unit.
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Customize Your System

You can use the Polycom CX5100/CX5500 Control Panel to customize your Polycom CX5100 system. 

Use the CX5100/CX5500 Control Panel
You can configure your CX5100 system using the CX5100/CX5500 Control Panel application running on 
the computer connected to your system. 

To install the CX5100/CX5500 Control Panel:

1 Using a web browser, go to the Polycom CX5100 support page. 

2 Download the Control Panel installation file to the computer connected to the CX5100 system.

3 Double-click the installation file and follow the prompts to install the application. 

After you install the Control Panel, you can connect your system to your computer and create a profile for 
CX5100 system, view your system’s information, change system settings, and view diagnostics and retrieve 
logs.

Find Your Default System Password
In order to make changes to you Polycom CX5100 system using the Control Panel, you need to enter the 
system password. By default, the password is the 14-digit system serial number. You can find the serial 
number on the label on the back panel of the power data box, as shown in the following figure.

Location of the Serial Number Label on the Power Data Box

After you enter the default password, you can change the system’s password in the System tab in the 
Control Panel.

To change the system default password:

1 In the Control Panel, click System > Password. 

2 Enter the default password in the Old Password field.

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3 Enter a new password for the system in the New Password field and retype the new password in 
the Confirm New Password field. 

4 Click Change Password.

Your new password is saved for the system and you can enter your new password when you need 
to make changes to your CX5100 system.

Create or Load a System Profile
The Profile Editor in the Control Panel enables you to change device settings and update software. You can 
also save profiles onto your computer and load a profile to your CX5100 system. 

The table Network Configuration Settings  shows the network settings you can configure in the Profile Editor 
and save onto your CX5100 system.

To create a profile:

1 Power on the Polycom CX5100 system and connect the Polycom CX5100 system to the computer 
using the USB cable.

Network Configuration Settings

Setting Description

Device Name Displays the Device Name on the Diagnostics page. Naming your CX5100 helps you 
manage multiple devices.

Enable Ethernet Enables the system to connect to the network by Ethernet. You must enable Ethernet 
before you can configure the system for automatic software updates.

Enable DHCP Enables the system to use Dynamic Host Configuration Protocol (DHCP) to obtain the 
IP Address, Default Gateway, Subnet Mask, and Preferred and Alternate DNS Server 
settings automatically.

Enable EAP/802.1x Enables the System to use 802.1X authentication. You must Enter the Host Name, 
Domain Name, EAP Identity, and the EAP passwords manually.
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2 On your computer, start the CX5100/CX5500 Control Panel application.

The Control Panel opens and your device’s system information displays in the System tab, as shown 
in the next figure.

3 In the Control Panel, click Profile Editor.

The Enter Device Password dialog displays.

4 Enter the Device Password and click OK. 

Note that the default device password is the system’s serial number (see figure Location of the Serial 
Number Label on the Power Data Box  for the location of the system’s serial number).

5 On the Network tab, enter a Device Name, select to Enable Ethernet, and choose to Enable 
DHCP or Enable EAP 802.1x. 

Contact your system administrator before changing the network settings for your CX5100 system.

6 On the Time tab, select your time zone. 

You can also choose to enable a time server and enter the NTP Server Address.
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7 On the Software Update tab, enter the name of the Update Server and select values for the 
Update Frequency and Update Time.

8 On the Advanced tab, choose the Mute Button Function. Select Microphone only to mute the 
audio only or select Microphone and Camera to mute the audio and video when you touch the 
Mute button.

On the Advanced tab, you can also select the power frequency for your system. Contact your system 
administrator before changing the power frequency settings for your CX5100 system.

9 Do one of the following:

 Click Apply to Device to save the profile on your CX5100 system. Enter the system password, if 
prompted.

 Click Save to File (PC) to save the profile to your computer. Specify the name of the file and the 
location of where to save the profile and click Save.

You can also load a profile from the device, a saved profile from your computer, or a default system profile 
onto your CX5100 systems.

To load a profile:

1 In the Profile Editor tab, click Load Profile.

2 Select one of the following options:

 Load from Device uploads the profile saved on the CX5100 system.

 Load from File (PC) uploads a profile saved on your computer on to the CX5100 system.

 Load Default Profile uploads the factory default profile for the CX5100 device. 

3 After you make your selection, click Apply to Device. 

The profile is saved onto the CX5100 system.

Update the CX5100 System’s Software
You can configure your system to check for available updates automatically, or you can update the software 
for your CX5100 system manually in the Control Panel or upload new software to the system using a USB 
flash drive.

To update the software automatically:

1 In the Profile Editor tab, select Software Update.

2 Enter the name of the Update Server.

3 Select the how often your system updates for Update Frequency.

4 Select what time your system updates for Update Time.

Your CX5100 system retrieves software updates from the server on the chosen date and time, if 
available.

To update the software manually:

1 Click System > Software Update. 

2 Click Update Now to start the update. 

The system uploads the software update from the server, if available.
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To update the software using a USB flash drive:

1 Obtain the software update package from your network administrator, and copy the software to a 
USB flash drive formatted as FAT32. Make sure that there is only one software update package on 
the flash drive.

2 Connect the drive to the USB 2.0 port on the tabletop unit or to the USB 3.0 port on the power data 
box, as shown in the following figure. The system detects the drive automatically and starts the 
update within 30 seconds.

Important Notes About Installation

• The indicator lights begin to flash indicating that the update has started. The 
system reboots several times during the update, and the indicator lights flash in 
several different patterns.

• The update can take up to 40 minutes to complete. During this time, the system 
reboots several times.Make sure that you do not power the system off during an 
update. Wait for at least 40 minutes to make sure the update has completed.

• The update is complete when the indicator lights stop flashing for at least 30 
seconds.
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Troubleshoot Issues

If you experience problems using the Polycom CX5100 system, try the following suggestions.

Solve Audio and Video Problems
Use the following table to find possible corrective actions if you experience problems.

Troubleshooting Audio and Video Problems

Symptom Corrective Action

General

The system won’t power on. Ensure that your power cable is connected securely to a working 
power outlet. 

The CX5100 Control Panel does not connect 
to the CX5100 system.

Try the following solutions:

• Disconnect the USB cable from the computer and reconnect it.

• Restart the Control Panel application.

Softupdate fails because the system is 
unable to locate the update software.

Try the following solutions:

• Ensure that your Ethernet cable is connected securely.

• Ensure that your Ethernet connection is enabled and configured 
correctly.

• Ensure that the URL of the update server is configured correctly. 
Click Apply to Device to transfer the settings to the device.

• If you continue to have problems, copy the update software to a 
USB thumb drive, and attach it to the tabletop unit or the power 
data box. Ensure that there is only one software update package 
on the USB drive.

My computer is connected to a USB 3.0 port, 
but I see a warning that my computer is 
connected to a USB 2.0 port.

Try the following solutions:

• Ensure the system is connected to a USB 3.0 port. A USB 3.0 
port is usually blue and has a SS icon next to the port.

• Disconnect the USB cable from the computer and reconnect it.

• Update the USB 3.0 driver on the computer to ensure that the 
date of the driver is 2013 or later. Visit your computer’s 
manufacturer’s website for the latest driver available for your 
computer.

• Connect the computer directly to the blue USB 3.0 port on the 
power data box instead of the tabletop unit.

Video
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My camera is not listed in the device 
selection list.

Try the following solutions:

• Ensure that your camera cable is connected securely. 

• Verify your video device settings. In Microsoft Lync, click  
Options and choose Video Device. Ensure that CX5100 is 
selected as the video device.

• Restart the Polycom CX5100 system.

Others don't see my video. Try the following solutions:

• Ensure that your privacy cap is raised.

• Ensure that all cables are connected securely.

• Verify your video device settings. In Microsoft Lync, click  
Options and choose Video Device. Ensure that CX5100 is 
selected as the video device.

• Restart the Polycom CX5100 system.

My video is flickering. Ensure that the Power Frequency is set correctly for your locale. 
From the CX5100 - CX5500 Control Panel, click System and then 
click Advanced. Then, choose the Power Frequency you need.

My video is displayed at a very low frame 
rate.

Try the following solutions:

• Ensure the system is connected to a USB 3.0 port. A USB 3.0 
port is usually blue and has a SS icon next to the port.

• Ensure that the tabletop unit is plugged in to the blue USB 3.0 
port on the power data box.

Audio

Others don't hear my audio. Try the following solutions:

• Ensure that your audio is not muted using the mute buttons on 
the tabletop unit or by using the mute button in the Lync client. 

• Ensure that your microphone cable is connected securely.

• Verify your audio settings. In Microsoft Lync, click  Options 
and choose Audio Device. Ensure that CX5100 is selected as 
the audio device.

I don't hear audio from others. Try the following solutions:

• Ensure that the far-site audio is not muted.

• Ensure that your volume is set to an audible level.

I muted my audio in Lync, but the 
microphone indicators on the tabletop unit 
do not show red.

Muting your audio in Lync does not control the CX5100 system’s 
microphone indicators. Your audio is still muted, and the far end 
does not hear your audio.

Update your Lync client to the latest version in order to have the 
capability of syncing call activity in Lync with your system.

Troubleshooting Audio and Video Problems

Symptom Corrective Action
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Accessing System Information
The System Info page lets you view a listing of system settings and status that may be helpful in 
troubleshooting. The information is refreshed each time you access the page. To refresh the page, go to 
another page and return to the System Info page.

To access information about your system:

» From the CX5100 - CX5500 Control Panel, click System and then click System Information. 

Testing the System’s Speaker, Microphones, and Camera
You can ensure that your Polycom CX5100 is configured and operating correctly by testing the speaker, 
microphones, and camera.

To test the speaker and microphones:

1 From the Microsoft Lync client, click  Options.

2 Click Audio Device and then choose the CX 5100 device as the Audio Device. 

3 In the Speaker section, click  Play to play a tone. 

4 Adjust the slider to make the tone louder or softer.

5 Gently brush your finger over the microphone on the base of the tabletop unit and check to be sure 
the indicator in the Microphone section turns green in response. If there is no response, check to be 
sure the microphone is not muted.

6 Adjust the slider to make the microphone more or less sensitive.

To test the camera:

1 From the Microsoft Lync client, click  Options.

2 Click Video Device and check the video preview. 

Capturing Logs and Diagnostic Information
If you contact Polycom for help with a system problem, you might be requested to supply information about 
your system.

To retrieve system logs:

» Connect a USB thumb drive to the USB port on the tabletop unit or on the power data box. Make sure 
there is no softupdate package on the thumb drive. The logs are transferred automatically. Note that 
it takes approximately one minute to complete the transfer.
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To view diagnostics information:

» From the CX5100 - CX5500 Control Panel, click Diagnostics. You can scroll through this information 
using your mouse. Right-click to copy this information to the clipboard.

Restoring the System to Factory Settings
If you experience severe system problems, you can perform a factory restore. The restore button is on the 
back of the power data box, as shown in the following figure:

Location of the system restore button

To reset the system to its original factory settings using the restore button:

1 While the system is powered off, use a paper clip to press and hold the restore button.

2 While holding the restore button, power the system on.

3 Keep holding the restore button for 20 more seconds; then release it.

Retrieving logs using the CX5100 - CX5500 Control Panel

You can also use the CX5100 - CX5500 Control Panel retrieve logs to a thumb 
drive connected to the device. 

1 From the CX5100 - CX5500 Control Panel, click System and then click 
Debugging.

2 Connect a USB thumb drive to the USB port on the tabletop unit. Make sure there 
is no softupdate package on the thumb drive.

3 Click Retrieve Logs to copy the logs to the thumb drive. Note that it takes 
approximately one minute to complete the transfer.
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Important Safeguards

Read and understand the following instructions before using the system: 

• Always disconnect the system from power before cleaning and servicing and when not in use.

• Keep ventilation openings free of any obstructions.

• The power cord acts as the disconnect device. Disconnect power cord to electrically isolate the system, and 
before removing any covers.

• No user serviceable parts are contained within the device, a qualified technician must perform service or repair 
work.

Special Safety Instructions

Plug Acts as Disconnect Device: The socket outlet to which this apparatus is connected must be 
installed near the equipment and must always be readily accessible.

Follow existing safety instructions and observe all safeguards as directed.
